The Village of Ashdon: Ashdon is in 

the North West corner of Essex. There 

are about 800 residents in the village 

after two stages of new affordable 

housing have been built. 
 

The Church: we are a small church of 

only 8 active members. For Sunday 

worship we have around a dozen to 

fifteen people present and occasionally 

up to 20.

Different people attend different 

activities though a core number will be 

present at almost everything.

Our outreach: we run a Mums & 

Toddlers Club each week for about a 

dozen parents and their children. A 

monthly Senior Citizens Lunch Club 

attracts about 15 to 20 adults. These 

activities help us build close 

relationships with the village 

community.

Our building project : we have 

demolished a shed at the back of the

and we plan to enlarge and refurbish our 

kitchen facilities and provide toilet 

facilities for people with mobility 

difficulties. 

 

 
 



Funding: The project is estimated to 

cost around £30,000 depending on the 

quality of finishing we adopt. We have a 

Building Fund of about £3000 and a 

commitment of £10,000 from a 

generous member of the church. 

Church. reserves can be called on up to 

about £10,000, though this would 

reduce our bank interest on which we 

rely for month to month income. 
 

Why this project? 

This project is an expression of our 

thanks for the long life of the church 

and of our belief that there is still much 

work to be done for Christôs Kingdom 

in this village as we enter our third 

millennium. We want to see women and 

men, boys and girls, come to know and 

follow Jesus Christ and to that end we 

believe our premises need to be 

upgraded to meet the opportunities we 

face.
